hen it’s time for 89-year-old Peggy Trull to see her primary care physician,
the doctor comes to her. Dr. Shohreh Taavoni wheels her suitcase-style
medical bag into Trull’s room at an assisted-living center in Hillsborough,
sits on the walnut chest at the foot of Trull’s antique bed, and flips open her
laptop, giving a modern twist to an old-time medical service — the house call.
Dr. Taavoni and her husband, Dr. Alan Kronhaus, own Doctors Making
Housecalls, a business that claims almost 5,000 patients in the Triangle. “We
do all the things a traditional doctor’s office does to support the doctors and
the patients except we don’t see the patients on site. That’s the difference,” says

Kronhaus, who expanded the company’s services with the addition of a Winston-
